
Sharing Sweet Thoughts Vintage Mason Jar Card 
 

 
 

Supplies: 
 
Stamps:  Sharing Sweet Thoughts (CM 144051/WM 144048) 
Dies:  Everyday Jars Framelits (141490), Big Shot (143263) 
Embossing Folders:  Petal Burst (141493), Cable Knit (143537) 
Punch:  Decorative Ribbon Border (143721) 
DSP:  Wood Textures (144177), Whole Lot of Lovely (144110) 
Embellishments:  Corrugated Elements (144158), Touches of Nature Elements (144216) 
Ribbon & Twine:  Soft Sky Classic Weave (144160), Vanilla Lace Trim (141672), Linen Thread (104199) 
Ink:  Soft Suede (126978) 
Cardstocks:  Crumb Cake (120953), Soft Sky (131203), Very Vanilla (101650), Whisper White (100730) 
Misc:  Mini Glue Dots (103683), Dimensionals (104430), Snail (104332) 
 
Cutting Measurements: 

 Card base:  Crumb Cake  4 ¼” x 11" - scored at 5 ½”  
 Blue layer:  Soft Sky  5 1/4” x 4 ” 
 DSP layer:  Wood Textures 5”  x 4 ¾ ” 

Instructions: 

1. Attach the Soft Sky layer to the Crumb Cake base and adhere the Wood Textures DSP onto that 
2. Texture a strip of Crumb Cake with the Cable Knit Embossing Folder, cut to size & adhere in place 
3. Use the Decorative Ribbon Border Punch to shape a piece of Soft Sky and adhere in place 
4. Wrap around a piece of Linen Thread and adhere to the back of the card 
5. Stamp the jar shape onto white cardstock and die cut out using dies from Everyday Jars Framelits 
6. Use the jar die to shape a piece of vanilla cardstock and texture it with the Petal Burst Embossing Folder 
7. Stamp the lid onto a piece of flower patterned paper from Whole Lot of Lovely & shape using a die 
8. Assemble the jar and wrap around a piece of Linen Thread at the top, finishing with a bow 
9. Cut pieces of Soft Sky Classic Weave Ribbon and Vanilla Lace Trim, fold over several times & adhere to the card 

underneath where the jar will go – add the jar on top of them, using Dimensionals 
10. Decorate the jar using Corrugated Elements – stamp the tag and add with Linen Thread 
11. Add the wooden pieces from Touches of Nature Elements – Mini Glue Dots are perfect to attach them in place 
12. And there you have one beautiful vintage themed card, ready for giving  
